Running for State Office

Nominations:

There are two ways to be nominated to run for state office. In either case, you must submit a complete four-page candidate application including the following: 

(1) Certificate of Good Academic Standing* 

(2) Statement of Experience and Intent for GANS Office 

(3) Candidate Information Form

(4) Dean/Advisor Recommendation Form*

*denotes forms needing Chapter President and Advisor signature 

The first way to run for state office is to be placed on the ballot by the Nominations and Elections Committee (NEC). This is called "pre-slating." To be pre-slated, you must submit your completed application to the NEC postmarked by September 9, 2011. One major advantage to pre-slating is that you will be allowed to campaign actively BUT ONLY once the NEC notifies you that you have been pre-slated for that particular position. Also, your name will be listed on the GANS website (www.ganursingstudents.org) prior to convention. 

The second way to run for state office is to be nominated from the floor in the House of Delegates during convention. Prior to being nominated, a completed application must be submitted and approved by the NEC. Many people who come to convention-especially for the first time-may have never given much thought of running for state office, but find they are very interested once they get there. Being able to "run from the floor" means that you can decide to run for office while at convention, but you need to act quickly to get your completed application to the NEC. If you decide to run from the floor, while at convention, please contact a member of the NEC to discuss submitting your application. Candidates running from the floor are not allowed to campaign prior to being officially nominated from the floor of the House of Delegates. 


Procedure for pre-slated nominations:
1. The potential candidate will submit a completed application to the Nominations and Elections Committee (NEC) postmarked by Friday, September 9, 2010.

2. The NEC will pre-slate the candidates.

3. Candidates will be notified of acceptance of application and pre-slating after receipt of all applications and review by the NEC.

4. Each school will be notified of pre-slated candidates before the annual convention. The pre-slated candidates will also be listed on the GANS website.

5. Pre-slated candidates may actively campaign after written notification by the NEC.

Procedures for nomination from the floor:

1. After acceptance of application and assurance by the NEC that all credentials are in order, a student may be nominated from the floor during the designated business meetings. This time will be determined by the order of business.

2. A seated delegate may nominate candidates from the floor of the House of Delegates. No nominations may be made from the podium microphone. Nominations may be made at the first House of Delegates business meeting if there are less than three candidates pre- slated for any position.  All positions with three or more candidates after the first House of Delegates will be closed for nominations.  After that time, nominations may only be made for those positions that remain open to slating.  That is those positions with less than three candidates.

3. A delegate who first states her/his own name and Chapter name must nominate the candidate by stating, “Madam President, I am_______ from ______. I would like to place the name of _______, from _(school name) for the office of ________. He/she has consented to serve.” A nomination does not require a second, there is no discussion.
